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Public Art Fund to Install Spencer Finch’s Miniature Redwood Forest in
Brooklyn

The Public Art Fond has announced that it will install 2 minsatuee
redwood forest ereated by artist Spencer Finch at MetsaTech
Commons in Brooklyn. Finch will re-create a 790-acre section of
Redwood MNational Park, in California, at a 1:100 scale. Trees that
1 range from 98 to 350 feet tall will be between 1 and 4 feet tall in

Public Art Fund director and cheef curator Nicholas Baume said that the wodk reflects the Brooklyn-
based amist’s “fascination with activating the imagnation throupgh obzervation of nataral
phenomena.” He added, “For many vears he has explored the ineffable qualities of our ever-
changing natsal world through wide-ranging medmms, buot thes 15 his first vse of lring tees.™

To realize the project, Finch collaborated with the Save the Redwoods League, which provided

details such as topopraphical and canopy-heisht maps of the natonal forest and helped to design a
special planting and ircpation system so the plants can flowrish in their nrban environment.

“Through both a scentific approach to gathering data—including precise measnrements and record
Ekeeping—and a poetic sensitbility, Finch's works often mhabat the area betoreen ohjective
mwestipations of science and the subjectivity of lored expecence,” said associate cucator Emma
Enderby, who orpanized the exhibition. “Spencer Finch: Lost Man Creek™ will be on view from
Cretober 1, 2016, to May 13, 2018.
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
